Endoscopy is highly accurate in the hands of a properly trained and experienced specialist.

The Center has also been recognized by the American Society for Gastrointestinal Endoscopy (ASGE) for Promoting Quality in Endoscopy.  The ASGE Endoscopy Unit Recognition Program honors Endoscopy Units that follow the guidelines for the safety of the patients.  To date, 166 Endoscopy Units have been recognized by ASGE throughout the United States.  Our Center is the only facility/hospital certified by the ASGE in Indiana County and the surrounding counties.  We work hard every day to provide high-quality care to our patients in a safe environment.
